	The Rules (Sections (2)(d)2 & 3) limit particulate emissions from all fuel-burning equipment, of any size, to 0.10 lb/mmBtu and opacity to 20%.  The maximum total particulate (non-condensible and condensible) emission rate of any biofuel was 0.08
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
